Thank you for your continued generous support of the
Rotary WA Cord Blood Bank.

We have received an additional grant of ONE MILLION
DOLLARS  from LOTTERYWEST and now the total net
funds and pledges received to date is $4.3 million dollars,
enough to fund the building and equipment stage of the
project. All we need at the moment is a benefactor to cover
the quality pledges of $950,000 until the promises are
received over the next three years; we are working on this at
the moment if you feel you can help please contact me.
Negotiations are also underway with a major bank to assist
us raise funds and promote the project to the Western
Australia public.

Rotary Clubs and friends of Rotary continue to provide
substantial amounts; the total received from clubs and their
supporters so far exceeds $750,000.

The board of the Australian Red Cross Blood Service has
approved commencement of the building st age once
cash is available; in the meantime we will finalise planning
and seek building approval while we continue to raise funds
for the final stage, operating costs over four years.

Thanks again for your generous support and commitment to
your pledges which continue to flow in on time as promised.
